Knee – “hiza”

Mouth – “kuchi”

Muscle – “kinniku”

Ribs – “rokkotsu”

Skin – “hifu/kawa”

Please give me anaesthetic. – “Masui o shite kudasai.”

What’s your religion? – “Anata no shyu-kyo- wa nan desu ka?”

I’m Christian. – “Watashi wa Kirisutokyo-to.”

I believe in God. – “Watashi wa kami-sama o shinjite imasu.”

We’re foreigners. – “Watashi-tachi wa gaikoku-jin desu.”

I have a stomachache. – “Watashi wa fukutsu- ga shimasu.”

I feel weak. – “Watashi wa tairyoku ga arimasen.”

I have diarrhea. – “Watashi wa geri o shite imasu.”

I’m ill. – “Watashi wa byo-ki desu.”

Kore/kono – “this” (“kono” used with nouns, like “this book” or “this car”)

Sore/sono – “that” (“sono” used with nouns)

Are/ano – “that over there” (“ano” used with nouns)

Basic dialogues

(we’ll use anime names here, heh)

Dialogue 1: 

Vash:

Do- shimashita ka? (What’s the matter?)

Wolfwood:

Watashi wa bempi desu. (I have constipation.)

Vash:

Kibun wa do- desu ka? (How are you feeling?)

Wolfwood:

Hakike ga shimasu! (I feel nauseous!)
Dialogue 2:

Vash:

Kyo- ginko- ni ikimasu ka? (lit.: Today bank to going are you? [Are you going to the bank today?])

Meryl:

Hai, ikimasu. (lit.: Yes, going.)

Vash:

Yubinkyoku ni mo ikimasu ka? (lit.: Post office to also going are you?)
Meryl:

Iie, yubinkyoku ni wa ikimasen. (lit.: No, as for the post office, to going I’m not.)

Dialogue 3:
Kenshin:

Kono densha wa Kyoto ni ikimasu ka? (lit.: As for that train, Kyoto to go does it??)

Random guy:

Iie, ikimasen. (lit.: No, go it doesn’t.)
Kenshin:

Dono densha ga ikimasu ka? (lit.: Which train [subject marker] goes?)

Random guy:

Ano aoi densha ga ikimasu. (lit.: That blue train over there [subject marker] goes.)
Dialogue 4:
Tamahome:

Maureen-san wa itsu Nihon ni kimashita ka? (lit.: As for Maureen, when Japan to came did you?)

Maureen:

Kyonen no 5-gatsu 18-nichi ni kimashita. (lit.: Last year’s 5th month 18th day (May 18) on I came.)

Tamahome:

Kyoto ni ikimashita ka? (lit.: Kyoto to go did you?)
Maureen:

Ee, senshu- shinkansen de ikimashita. Kin-yobi ni Tokyo ni kaerimashita. (lit.: Yes, last week Shinkansen by I came. Friday on Tokyo to I returned.)
